A European Union ecological quality mark that guarantees lower energy 

consumption in production processes, lower atmospheric and wastewater 

emissions, use of substances that are not dangerous for humans and the 

environment, use of quarries with correct environmental management, more 

effective consumer information and improved waste management. 

EPD (Environmental Product Declaration) assessed its products’ 

environmental impact throughout their life cycle, from extraction and 

processing of the raw materials through to the recycling of demolition spoil.
